Over the course of 5 days,
participants engage in workshops, group discussions, and team-building activities as
well as one-on-one interaction with qualified counselors, motivational speakers, and
panel discussions. These activities challenge each participant to explore their Korean
American identity and develop their personal and organizational leadership skills.
